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The chair indicated that they have marked up another area in orchard Lane
after already sorting it out.

Byways Holden Lane, Hamblecombe Lane and Tower Hill. There was a
negative response to the chairs email about this originally. However, Steve
Gardner is the replacement for Jonathan Rowlands.

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Sustainable Ideford: W is for Wardrobe
Are you up for a challenge?

In recent years there has been an alarming acceleration in the amount of
clothes we buy and a correlating decline in quality and durability. Every year
somewhere between 80 billion and 150 billion new items of clothing are
produced globally, while individually we now purchase five times as many
clothes as we did in the 1980’s, often wearing items some 7 to 10 times before
discarding them (a 36% decrease from 15 years ago). This is largely due to
cleverly targeted on line advertisements, trends propelled by social media and
the ultra fast fashion market which encourages buyers to buy more for less and
reap the short lived, dopamine-spiking rewards. Having said that however there
is no denying that clothes have the power to make us feel good.

A report published by the Hot or Cool Institute* said that in order for the fashion
industry to stay on the pathway to containing global warming within 1.5
degrees, British consumers should buy no more than 5 new items of clothing a
year.

These statistics have led to the development of the Rule of Five Campaign.
How it Works

The goal is to enjoy fashion in a more responsible way by buying long lasting
clothes that can be worn in many ways and aims to reduce the amount of
clothing people buy, which can help reduce the fashion industry’s carbon
footprint

So the following is suggested:

1. You buy no more than 5 items this year

2. Underwear, socks, tights etc. don’t count

3. Shoes and accessories DO

4. You can buy secondhand items (maybe 4 max) in addition to the 5
5. And you can’t cheat by getting your partner to buy you stuff

6. You can also mend, alter, swap or hire.

So the main aim is to avoid fast fashion and choose carefully. If you buy 6 or 7
instead of 5, every single purchase will have been well thought out, considered
and deliberated upon. If you are considering purchases more carefully you will
have made real progress.
